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STAR-Success Through Accepting Responsibility

The goal of this intervention is to prevent student failure at the same time offering tutoring for struggling students.  This requires the participation of all Biology teachers, assistant principals, students and parents. 

Overview:  This program is designed to keep students from falling behind due to failure of not turning in homework.  Teachers will have STAR tutorials two days each week for students to complete a missing assignment.  The assistant principals would then require the student to attend tutorial sessions with their biology teacher.   If the student does not attend the session or refuses to complete the assignment then further consequences will proceed.   Parental involvement will be required if the previous efforts have not worked.  

Positives:  The students are being encouraged by not only the teachers but also the assistant principals.   They are given multiple chances to turn in their homework and given the appropriate help to do so.  This program also keeps the students current in their homework and does not allow them to wait to the end of the six weeks to frantically makeup missing work.  We would like to encourage our students to come in for tutoring and makeup missing work before having to be referred to the mandatory session.  This program does need to be looked at as a consequence for students not doing their homework.  We want to motivate our students to turn in their homework on time.  At the same time we don’t want a negative attitude but to view this as a support system to encourage our students and offer second chances.

Specifics:  

1. Each teacher will track their own students and provide tutorials for those students.

2. During the tutorial session, the student may work at their own pace to complete the assignment with help from the teacher as necessary.  Once the assignments are completed successfully the students are allowed to leave.  The highest grade a student can receive on the assignments is a 70.

3. Teachers will report student attendance to the appropriate assistant principal.   

4. If the student either does not attend or refuses to go to the tutorial then D-Hall will be assigned by the assistant principal. 

5. The D hall must be served with the biology teacher.  At that time they will be able to complete that assignment for a grade no higher than a 50.

6. If they do not attend D-Hall then the assistant principal will take further disciplinary action that may include Wednesday or Saturday school.
